It could be made use by thevillage group
and the other text messages could be sent to the ordinary
mobiles.

After the coffeebreak Fr Provincia briefed thegroupon
National Education Policy 2020 (NEP) anditsimplica-
tionson our schools and exhorted the group to read and
becomefamiliar with thetext. TheVision of NEP2020
seemsto be (a) to make Indiaaglobal educationa hub,
(b) to bring on Centralization of Education, (c) to speed
up Saffronization of Education. NEP 2020 may increase
the number of school dropoutsand also createaDigita
Divide. Inthemeeting we also decided that Santali asa
subject should betaught up to class6inall our schools
and that acommitteewould beformed to prepareacur-
riculum for the vernacular schoolsto suit local socio-po-
litica-culturd milieu.

Paharia Seva Samiti, Satia

Covid-19 has shaken the whole world but it has not
affected much theworks and livelihood movements of
the Paharias. This year the villagers have practically
cultivated all their lands. It looks green everywhere. It
soothesthe eyes of the viewers. Owing thelockdown
the activities of the Paharia Seva Samiti have slowed
down. But during the “unlock period” we could reach
out to the 37 villages of our target area, conducting
women group mestingsregarding hedth and hygiene. We
try to organize the youth group to tap the government
schemes and benefits for the Paharias PVTGs
(Particularly Vulnerable Tribal Groups). We managed to
conduct tuitionsfor our school Jeevan Jyoti and other
school childrenin 12 villagesthrough the help of the
student volunteers. It is one of the most important
measures that wastaken up toimprovethe nutritional
status of thechildrenin 6 villages. We run Creches or
Day Care servicesfor six-month old kidsand for 3-year
old children. Thereare 106 children enrolledinthecreche.
Owing to theunavoidablelockdown children arenot kept
inthecreche during theday but hot cooked foodisserved
to them twiceaday. Mothersbring the children and feed
them at thecentreand takethem back. Therearevisible
signsof improvement in physical healthamong 50% of
the children who are enrolled in the creche. Now the
parents are happy and convinced of the benefits of the
creche. As the feeding time comes the children
themselves ask their mothersto takethemto eet kichdi
(hot cooked food). Some mothers exclaimed, “After

starting to feed from the créche my child has become
healthy!” These experiences make me convinced of God
working through us. God who had provided mannain
thewildernessprovideseventoday for the Paharias. We
hopeto seeahed thy Pahariacommunity in thecoming
days.
